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Iodine Production in the CIS
Iodine is a nonmetallic element belonging to the halogen family, with an atomic number of 53 and 
an atomic weight of 129.904. The only stable isotope has a mass number of 127. The other 22 iodine 
isotopes are radionuclides varying in their half-life periods. 131I and 125I, the most essential iodine 
isotopes used in radiotherapy, have half-life periods of 8 and 60 days respectively. Sublimated iodine 
is a bluish black, crystalline solid, with a density of 4.933 g/cm3, a melting point of +113.7°С, and a 
boiling temperature of +184.35°С.
